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Recently, we sent you a BetaSP tape with Air Force Reserve Public Service Announcements, which you should have received by now. The tape contains a 60 second, a 30 second and a 15 second version of the PSA. As support for the Air Force Reserve and their missions to defend our nation’s freedom and safety, we ask that you attempt to broadcast these PSAs when you have availability.  

The Air Force Reserve is an integral and essential part of our country's presence in air and space. As a Federal force, the Air Force Reserve contributes daily to the Air Force mission and is actively involved in Air Force operations around the world. On any given day, it is not uncommon for thousands of Reservists to be on duty at various international locations. About half of them directly support ongoing contingencies.

Although the Air Force Reserve provides slightly more than 10 percent of the Air Force's available manpower, the extent of its contribution is much greater. More than 30 percent of all Air Force Missions are accomplished through the efforts of Air Force Reservists. Reservists average more than 360 missions away from home each month, supporting other Commands and Department of Defense requirements for important fighter, airlift, aerial refueling, rescue, and force-projection assets.

By airing this Public Service Announcement your station will not only show support to the Reservists defending our Nation’s safety globally, but you will also be supporting approximately 4,250 Reservists that are stationed locally at Travis Air Force Base.
